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Many thanks for your purchase of a pair of Artisan Silver Cables pure silver loudspeaker cables, fitted with WBT-0610AG banana plugs ( 
Please read the following before use: These are locking banana plugs - when you plug in the banana plugs, they will be loose – this is intentional. Plug them in, then tighten the hand-screw on the end of the plug until they are tight. This clamps the plug on tight, to give an ultra-secure, low-loss connection. The plugs are colour-coded: white for - red for +.

Please note, the cables require at least 50 hours of use to burn in fully and sound at their best. 
They are non-directional, but many listeners report that cables seem to acquire directionality as they are run in. We suggest orienting the cables so that the “A” of Artisan Silver Cables is at the amplifier end and keeping them the same way around in the future. 

To avoid potential damage to your equipment, any speaker cables should only be disconnected or re-connected when your amplification is turned off. Double-check that all connections are properly made and not touching each other before turning it back on, then listen and check that you have sound from both speakers at low volume first. 
As with any fine quality audio cables - to avoid damage, please handle with care, avoid excessive bending and always grasp the body of the plugs (not the cables), when inserting them or removing them from your equipment’s sockets.                
We wish you many years of happy listening & hope you experience many magical musical moments!
